Also, your child may be asked to film afterschool activities throughout the school year, such as football games. Additionally, each student is required to help film graduation (seniors excluded).

It is imperative that your child act in a manner that upholds district and school rules/policies and in a manner that is befitting of a Dorman High School student. This class requires a level of self-motivation and maturity not found in most other classes, and it is imperative that your student understand this. Additionally, students will be working with and around expensive and delicate electronic equipment and will be responsible for its repair/replacement if damaged.

Classroom Expectations:

· Do whatever is in the best interest of the DTV News, not yourself.

· Give your absolute attention to the advisor or senior staff member(s) when a staff discussion is called to order.

· Be respectful to the advisor and all other staff members.

· Be responsible for your assigned work. Begin working immediately once the assignment is given. Do not wait until the day before the assignment is due to start. Excessive misuse of classroom time will result in a parent conference and possible dismissal from the staff.

· Be on time. The news cannot function properly when staff members are late, or when assignments are turned in late. 

· Participate fully in story meeting and classroom discussions/critiques. 

· Perform necessary tasked needed by the advisor and senior staff members(filing, setting calendar dates, running errands, editing, filming, researching, etc.)

· Use time wisely.

· Become familiar with the camera equipment used in class, and also the software (Adobe Premiere Pro, Adobe Photoshop, Audacity, etc.).

· Use computers for school-related work only. Do not install programs or download files unless directed to by the advisor.
