Teacher Philosophy:
	Art uses a visual language to communicate ideas. Once the viewer understands the language, a whole world is opened. The process of making art lends itself to problem solving and creativity. In Sculpture class, we take a multifaceted approach to learning art. Expect to explore the aesthetic, critical, and historical elements of art as well as producing studio pieces. Skills and techniques are important, but no more so than open mindedness, and the willingness to take risks.
Course Description:
	This class is designed to teach the techniques most basic to sculpture through hands on projects, sketchbook assignments, famous works and written/oral critiques. The major processes studied are casting, modeling, assemblage, and carving. Students will have the opportunity to work with a variety of materials such as wood, clay, paper, wire and plaster.  Students can expect a studio setting in which each has a storage area and personal and communal materials. While the majority of our class is spent in the production of projects, time is taken for sketching, planning and reflecting on individual expressions. Students must maintain regular attendance and have a strong work ethic to be successful in this class.  A good attitude and an excitement about all things sculptural can take a student further than ability! Art produced in this class can help a student qualify for Art 3 and can become a part of an AP portfolio in studio art. 

Course Objectives:
Students will be able to demonstrate the following:
A continuous, sustained effort 
A knowledge of the use and care of tools and materials used in the creation of Sculpture
Methods of experimentation with a variety of sculptural techniques
A working knowledge of vocabulary specific to Sculpture
A knowledge of the aesthetics of Sculpture through discovering techniques, compositions and concepts used by sculptors
The ability to use critical thinking skills through visual aids, artist research, class discussions and critiques
