\Verbs with infinitives

s [nfinitive = an unconjugated/unchanged
verb...

= YOU cannot have 2 conjugated verbs
together!

= Like “tener que” and “tener ganas de”

there are other verbs that are often
followed by an infinitive.

e Querer — to want

e Deber — should or ought to

e Poder — to be able to / can

e Pensar — to plan to, to think

e Preferir — to prefer
