What youôre doingé

üTo say what one is currently doing (action 

in progress) we use the ñpresent 

progressiveò tense

¸ I am talking.

¸ You are listening.

¸ They are writing.

üIt is constructed using the verb ñestarò and 

the present participle (-ing)

üYo estoy

üTú estás

üUd.

üÉl está

üElla

üNosotros estamos

üVosotros estáis

üUds.

üEllos están

üEllas



Present Participle

üTo make a word ïñingò

üIf it is an ïar verb

¸ Cut off the ïar

¸ Add ïando

üIf it is an ïer or ïir verb

¸ Cut off the ending

¸ Add -iendo



Examples

üI am talking.

¸ Yo estoy hablando.

üYou are listening.

¸ Tú estás escuchando.

üThey are writing.

¸ Ellos están escribiendo.



A few irregularsé

üIf it is an ïir ending, stem-changing verb 
(like dormir, pedir, sentir, preferir)

¸ Change the o ïu
Ådurmiendo

¸ Change the e ïi
Åpidiendo

üIf itôs a double-vowel verb (leer, creer, 
traer) change it to ïyendo

¸ Leyendo

¸ Creyendo

ü Ir + a + infinitive

ü Ir = to go

Yo voy

Tú vas

Ud.

Él va

Ella

Nosotros vamos

Vosotros váis

Uds.

Ellos van

Ellas



Examples

üIôm going to take out the trash.

¸ Yo voy a sacar la basura.

üHe is going to cut the grass.

¸ Él va a cortar el césped.

üWe are going to prepare the food.

¸ Nosotros vamos a preparar la comida.
