A. DESCRIPTION

This course is the third language course designed to provide students a deeper
understanding of the Spanish language and variety of Spanish speaking cultures.
The students will be required to begin applying their skills in listening, speaking,
reading, and writing in the target language as well as understand further
grammatical concepts. They will be further exposed to different cultures and
lifestyles throughout the world.

B. ORGANIZATION

This course continues to build upon the foundation that was laid in the
introductory and secondary levels and is designed to take the students to a
deeper skill level in their ability to understand and use the Spanish language.
Various book work, workbook exercises, listening exercises and communicative
exercises will be implemented. Class participation is critically important.

C. COURSE OBJECTIVES
1. To expand the student’s knowledge of language formation.
2. To expand the student’s knowledge of the various cultures of the Spanish
speaking world.
3. To provide students with opportunities to continue to develop basic aural,
oral, written and reading comprehension in the target language.
